WHEREAS, Yakima celebrates the history and diversity of our city’s lesbian, gay, 
bisexual, transgender, two-spirit and non-binary community and promotes a society in which 
all residents can live free from discrimination; and   

 

WHEREAS, the City of Yakima recognizes the work of local advocates and 
organization such as Yakima Pride and The Space, Yakima Neighborhood Health and others 
who work to promote the well-being of LGBTQ+ individuals, as well as all those affected by 
discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation, gender identity or expression; and   

 

WHEREAS, Pride month is an opportunity to celebrate this harmony in which we

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Janice Deccio, Mayor of the City of Yakima and on behalf 
of the City Council, do hereby proclaim the month of June 2022 as
